Readme

Since utroff, groff and Heirloom Troff share some of the same utilities, it is wise to install each of
them in three different part of the system. And since groff is sometimes a system dependency (at
least to format manual pages), it is wise to put the directory of utroff at the end of your PATH.

The U script sets the PATH and configure some others environment variables to use easily the
utroff utilities.

Build and install
To build and install, edit the file config.mk from the root directory, and run :
| make install

In some circumstances, you might need utroff tools themselves to build the manual pages. In that
case, build and install binaries before manual pages like this :

| make installbin
make installman

You can uninstall files and clean the working directory :

| make uninstall
make clean

For a more complete description of the build process, look at the README in the root directory.

Description

Utroff, Heirloom Troff and Groff share some of the same utilities, even if their source code differ.
To avoid confliéts, it is wise to put the utroff utilities at the end of your PATH, which is not hand-
full for a daily usage. The U script will set your PATH and some environment variable to use
utroff easily.

Followed by a command, U will set the environment variables for this onliest command. With no
argument, it can be sourced to set or reset the Utroff environment.

The following environments variable are currently set by U :
PATH To be sure that the utroff executables are the first found on the PATH.
MANPATH

To be sure that the utroff manual pages are the first found on the MANPATH.
TROFFONTS

To find the Libertine OpenType font.
TROFFMACS

To find the utmac macros files.
PS1 When sourced, U lightly modify your prompt.

There is one important environment variable that U does not set :

UTMAC
A user defined macro that utmac macros will load. This macro can be used to source a
macro which sets your locale (such as u-en or u-fr), and a macro which sets your pref-
ered font (such as u-libertine and u-apolline).
